Discussion on Sale of City Property - N. Main St., CPD Building, Jaycee Building

Charter Revision 

• Lengthy discussion on what revisions should remain in Charter 

• Motion made to send proposed changes to General Assembly without changes to size of quorum, amount of readings 

needed, and ability of the Mayor to cast a vote, 2nd, discussion, 

 Attorney Witherington will add sentence regarding hiring and firing of Department Heads 

 Mayor Hanson stated that he wanted to make clear these changes were not his proposal and explained  

 circumstances that brought these changes up.

Click your county on the map and then click “Make an 

Appointment” to register.  When you register, you will be asked to enter your name and contact  

information to be notified of your appointment date, time, and location as soon as the vaccine  

becomes available.
