To ensure everyone is counted, census takers
visit households that haven’t responded yet to
the 2020 Census to collect their responses in
person.

Health and Safety

Census takers will follow public health guidelines
when they visit.

Census takers are trained to:

Wear a mask.

Conduct the interview outside a home in an

open, well-ventilated space, when possible.

Allow 6 feet of space between them and the
person they are interviewing.

Not allow anyone else to handle Census
Bureau equipment.

¢ Follow healthy hygiene habits for frequent
hand-washing, avoiding contact with high-
touch surfaces, avoiding touching their face,
etc.

If a household does not want to conduct the
interview in person, they can provide the census
taker with their phone number to complete it
over the phone.

¢ Interviews are confidential.

¢ Answers cannot be shared with immigration
or law enforcement agencies.

¢ Census takers must keep answers confiden-
tial for life. They face stiff fines and jail time if
they break that law.
